Mechanic: 

1. Create your stop motion in MP4 or MOV format (no longer than 2 minutes) 
2. Complete the competition entry form including uploading your stop motion here:

Prizes: 

There will be a total of six prizes awarded across two age categories.  
1st, 2nd and 3rd prize (5 to 11-year-old category)  
1st, 2nd and 3rd prize (12 to 17-year-old category) 

Prizes are Dinosaur themed book packs, for each age category the value of the prizes will be as 
follows:  
1st prize: $50 
2nd Prize: $30  
3rd Prize $20 
(Total prizes value $200) 

Age Categories: 

Ages 5-11 
Ages 12-17 

T&C's: 

• One entry will be accepted per child (Entrants can collaborate for one family entry or submit 
an entry for each participating child. Family entries will still only be eligible for a single prize) 

• Entrants (or guardians) must be a member of Casey Cardinia Libraries   
• Entrants (guardians) must be aged 18 years and over  
• All entries must be the entrants own work 
• Entrants must have the consent of their parent or guardian to enter the competition/ By 

submitting an entry form online, entrants are signifying that they have read and agreed to 
the competition terms and guidelines 

• There will be a total of six prizes awarded across two age categories. These shall comprise of 
1st, 2nd and 3rd prize for the 5 to 11-year-old category and 1st, 2nd and 3rd prize for the 12 to 
17-year-old category 

• Prizes are Dinosaur themed book packs, for each age category the value of the prizes will be 
as follows: 1st prize: $50, 2nd Prize: $30 and third prize $20. Total prizes value $200 

• Copyright belongs to the creator, however submission is an agreement and authorisation for 
CCL to use parts or whole of their entry for promotional purposes both now and in the 
future 

• Competition opens: Sunday 4 October 2020 at 4pm (AESDT) 
• Entries close: Monday 19 October 2020 at 4pm (AESDT)

• Winners will be notified Monday 23 November 2020, by telephone 
• I give permission for Casey Cardinia Libraries to publish my winning entry on their website 

and social media. 
• Entrants are encouraged to view the Library at Home Stop Motion Series before submitting 

an entry 
• Entries must be in ‘stop motion’ format but can use any material to depict the story 
• Entries must be submitted in MP4 or MOV formats only 
• Entries must be on a dinosaur theme 
• Entries must be no longer than two minutes running time 
• All entries must have the title and the entrants first and last name in the file path and be 

submitted with a completed entry form. Last names will not be published 
• The winning entries will be selected based on skill. A panel of three judges will assess each 

entry on the following three elements, as appropriate for the entrant’s age bracket: 1) 
technical skill with stop motion format, 2) storyline 3) creative interpretation of theme 

• The prize is will be posted to the nominated address on the competition entry form 
• Casey Cardia Libraries does not take responsibility for items that failed to be delivered 
• Employees of Casey Cardinia Libraries and their children may enter the competition. 

However, they are not eligible for prizes
