Harvey Milk and Gilbert
Baker come up with the idea for a flag. Making it a rainbow, Gilbert decides, will be the
perfect way to express love, togetherness, and pride. Gilbert and his good friends make
it happen. They unfurl the flag at the parade to the delight of the crowd. Today the
Rainbow Flag is a familiar sight, at the Pride Parade and around the world.

Understanding sexudlity: what it means to be lesbian, gay or bisexual by Honor Head

This book looks at the issues around sexuality - what it means, being lesbian, gay or
bisexual, coming out, homophobia and accepting yourself and being happy in your own
skin. It includes talking and debating points and is perfect for someone starting to
question their sexuality. It explores issues including sexuality, gender, self-esteem,
prejudice and discrimination and promotes and encourages discussion. By thinking
creatively and critically, children can learn to accept their differences, embrace diversity
and improve their sense of self and how they fit into the bigger picture.

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Understanding transgender by Honor Head
A sensitive book that explores the issue of people who feel they do belong to the gender

they were born with. It looks at what this means for the person and their family, issues
around school policy, bullying and discrimination and explores the journey of
transitioning.

Pride: the story of Harvey Milk and the rainbow flag by Rob Sanders
Traces the life of the Gay Pride Flag, from its beginnings with social activist Harvey Milk
and designer Gilbert Baker to its spanning of the globe and its role in today's world.

Sexual orientation and gender identity by Rachel Stuckey.

This title gives young people a better understanding of sexual orientation, gender identity,
and the LGBTQ community. Personal testimonials shed light on the difficulties individuals
face coming out and dispel myths of gender stereotypes. Also included is advice on how
to support family members, friends, or classmates who identify as a member of the
LGBTQ community.

Also covers surrogacy, adoption and fostering.

Only you know whether you are a boy or a girl. No one can tell you.

It is a tale of two children who are taking their first joyful steps toward living as their true
selves. It is an educational resource for all children and adults to understand what it
might feel like to be a transgender child.

Introducing Teddy : a story about being yourself by Jessica Walton
Errol and his teddy bear, Thomas, are best friends who do everything together. Whether

it's riding a bike, playing in the tree house, or having a tea party, every day holds
something fun to do together. But one sunny day, Errol finds that Thomas the Teddy is
sad, and Errol can't figure out why. Until Thomas finally tells Errol what's truly in his heart.
‘In my heart, I've always known that 'm a girl teddy, not a boy teddy. | wish my name was
Tilly, not Thomas.” And Errol says, ‘I don't care if you're a girl teddy or a boy teddy! What
matters is that you are my friend."

But
one day a funny green egg hatches, and a little creature that's not quite a bird and not
quite a bunny pops out. It's neither! Neither tries hard to fit in. Eventually it sets out to find
a new place where all kinds of creatures are welcome.

What Riley wore by Alena K Arnold
Riley's a creative kid who loves to mix up their wardrobe. Each day of the week, Riley
decides to wear something unexpected, like a bunny costume on the first day of school,

outer space pyjamas for a lesson on the planets, or a ballgown to dinner. Riley gets
plenty of support from parents, adults, and other children, most of whom are delighted
by Riley's choices. One question at the end; Are you a girl or a boy? is the only mention of
gender, and Riley's answer, Today I'm a firefighter, is good enough for everyone.

The name | call myself by Hasan Namir & pictures by Cathryn John (2020)
Meet Ari, a young person who doesnt like to be called by their birth name. From age six

to adolescence, we see Ari grow up before our eyes: As a child, they [refer dolls and
princess movies, and want to grow out their hair, though their father insists on cutting it
short because that's ‘what a boy looks like.” At ten, they play hockey but wish they could
try on their mother’s dresses. At eighteen, they tell their parents the name in their heart
and can finally be themselves.

Are you a boy or are you a girl? by Sarah Savage & Fox Fisher
Tiny loves costumes! Tiny likes to dress up as an animal, or a doctor, or a butterfly. Tiny
also prefers not to tell other children whether they are a boy or a girl. When Tiny moves to

a new town, Buster, the class bully, wants to know if Tiny is a boy or a girl but others
wonder why it matters to him.

Peanut goes for the gold by Jonathan Van Ness & pictures by Gillian Reid (2020)
Peanut just has their own unique way of doing things. Whether it's cartwheeling during
basketball practice or cutting their own hair, this little guinea pig puts their own special
twist on life. So, when Peanut decides to be a rhythmic gymnast, they come up with a
routine that they know is absolutely perfect, because it is absolutely, one hundred
percent Peanut.
